INTRODUCTION

This is a brief in the bEUcitizen policy brief series. The bEUcitizen project -
funded by the European Union - set out to identify, investigate, discuss, and
ameliorate the barriers to the active use of rights {(and knowledge of duties, the
concomitant to rights, in so far as there are any) by European citizens. The
project aimed to provide a comparative overview and classification of the
various barriers to the exercise of the rights and obligations of European Union
citizens in the member states. Simultaneously, the project analysed whether and
how such barriers can be overcome and the future opportunities and challenges
the European Union and its member states face to further develop the idea and
reality of European Union citizenship.

Drawing on research conducted during the project, this policy brief
discusses the problems preventing European Union citizens from
becoming active political citizens. European citizenship as active political
citizenship has been underdeveloped from the start and is currently under
strong pressure. Over time, European Union citizens seem to have lost
enthusiasm for the European political process: Voter turnout in European
Parliament elections decreased from 61,99% in 1979 to 42,61% in 2014.
Attempts to transform elections for the European Parliament into a meaningful
decision about the policies and the personnel of European institutions have
been ineffective so far in two ways: On the one hand, they did not raise more
interest in European affairs; on the other hand, and even more problematically,
the ‘Spitzenkandidaten’-experiment was overshadowed by the power struggle
between national leaders and the European Parliament.

Although similar tendencies towards decreasing voter turnout can be observed
in national elections, the trend of fading popular support is particularly alarming

The internal marketadriving force of EU citizenship was discussed,
causing a lively debate on the constitutional nature of EU citizenship, as well as its ‘magket
Furthermore, several presentations focused on the interplay of, and tension between, fundamental
rightsand EU citizenship, for instance in the context of criminal law and EU criminal prolibg. last
session, the Dancasewas extensively discussed, raising the question about the balance between EU
citizenship rights and the protection of national weHasystems. Finally, the last presentations
focused on the role of language, either as a barrier for EU citizens and as a tool of the Court of Justice
in its reasoning.

The seminar showcased the outstanding research done in this field by the researchiatedffo the
bEUcitizen project, RENFORCE and CESEL. The presentations provided food for thought and triggered
a lively debate on the rights and the nature of EU citizenship.

European citizenship, created by the 1992 Maastricht Treaty which came into effect that same year,
placed importance for the first time on people and their rights and duties. Albeit to aetindégree,

the Treaty, and later on the European Charter of Fundamental Rights, defined a core set of rights and
duties that make up European citizenship. However, this citizenship, which includes, for example, the
right to free movement and residence thughout the EU, may be limited by the policies of member
states, which ultimately are the ones who decide the European Union's lines of political, economic
and social action. Furthermore, the deficits of democratic legitimacy that blight the European
institutions highlight the need to introduce new structures or to modify said institutions to bring them
closer to citizens and to channel forms of participation that might increase democratic quality.
